On July 15, 2010, two unknown black males robbed the victim at gunpoint at 2212 Southgate St 
at the EECU ATM. The suspects walked up to the victim as she was at the ATM. The suspects 
demanded money and stole the victim’s purse. The first suspect that had the gun was described 
as a younger black male, possibly in his 20’s, thin, wearing a red bandana over his face, red hat, 
and a white colored long sleeved jacket with old English letters on the back of his jacket and a 
unknown symbol underneath the letters. The first two letters are “P” and “R.” The second suspect 
is a younger black male, possibly in his 20’s, thin, wearing a red bandana over his face, hat, long 
sleeved hooded jacket, dark colored athletic shorts, and two toned shoes that appear to be white 
on top and a dark color on the bottom of the shoes.
